Throughout the program year, they work as a team to solve a central Team Challenge as well as learn the techniques of brainstorming and instant problem-solving through Instant Challenges and the use of Improv items. What they learn during this process are the tangible rewards of the program. The culmination of their work  is showcased at the regional Destination Imagination tournament. Teams use art, technology, performance, and real world relevance as they tackle one of the five Team Challenges. The Team Challenge solution can take from several weeks to several months to develop.


 Volunteers make this program possible. Two parent volunteers are needed for each team to serve as a team manager and co-manager. Team managers have the opportunity to teach real-world life-long skills to a bunch of kids you’ll learn to love and the satisfaction of seeing a bunch of disorganized kids come together as a team to create a unique solution that they can be proud of.
 Managers serve in a supportive role, as it is the team's job to solve the challenge. Training sessions will be offered on Oct 9 in Pflugerville, Oct 23 at West Ridge MS (Eanes ISD) and November 6 at Great Oaks Elem (Round Rock ISD). You will only need to attend one of them. Without volunteer Team Managers, there can be no teams. In addition, each team is required to provide two volunteer competition judges. The judge's training will be offered on February 5.

Students will begin meeting weekly with their teams immediately after the teams are formed near the end of September. The regional competition will be on February 26 at Lehman HS in Kyle. All team members will need to be available on the competition day.
